AUTOUR DE LA DIVERSITE DU RELIGIEUX CONTEMPORAIN
William James et la religion comme marqueur identitaire

Alors que les sociétés occidentales actuelles semblent vivre une mutation et une recomposition
paradigmatique du religieux, que devient le religieux contemporain? Quelles constantes et variables peut-
on observer a son sujet? Les religions et le religieux continuent-ils de constituer un marqueur identitaire
fort dans notre société?

Pour répondre a ces questions, nous proposons d’étudier un auteur qui a tenté de saisir les figures du
religieux afin de mettre en évidence des éléments conceptuels qui pourront nous aider a explorer de
maniere critique le déplacement du religieux contemporain.
